Introduction

In alignment with the Ministry of Education’s vision to develop linguistic competencies and instill core values in children
during their foundational years, and with the aim of reinforcing national identity and fostering pride in the Arabic language
from an early age, a new national policy has been introduced. Starting from the academic year 2025-2026, all private schools
across the UAE are required to teach Arabic Language, Islamic Education, and Social Studies to children in kindergarten and
their equivalent age groups across various curricula.

This initiative reflects a national commitment to reinforcing the status of Arabic as the official language and a carrier
of national identity, while also embedding authentic Islamic values and fostering cultural awareness and social harmony
among all children, both Emirati and non-Emirati, in line with the country’s strategic priorities.

This guide has been developed to support the implementation of this national policy, and is grounded in both the UAE’s
educational vision. It aims to support educational institutions, teachers, and caregivers in designing rich and inspiring
learning environments that promote a sense of belonging, enhance children’s linguistic and cultural capacities, and instill
ethical values and national identity from the earliest years.
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The guide comprises three key sections:

e Section 1: provides a comprehensive overview of the national policy and its requirements.

e Section 2: offers instructional guidance to support effective teaching of the three mandated subjects.

e Section 3: presents the standards and learning outcomes for Arabic Language, Islamic Education, and Social Studies
in early childhood, outlining teacher responsibilities and the expected skills and understandings children should
demonstrate.

This guide serves as an official reference for all private schools in the United Arab Emirates. It reflects the Ministry’s
commitment to delivering a high-quality early education system rooted in equitable access to learning, belonging, and
national values. It ensures that every child is provided with meaningful learning opportunities that support their linguistic
development, cultivate cultural awareness, and build a deep connection to Emirati heritage.

The Ministry of Education underscores the foundational importance of early childhood as the starting point for lifelong
learning. Strengthening Arabic language proficiency and fostering national and ethical values in these formative years is
critical to building an informed, confident, and proud generation.

The Ministry of Education aims to empower every child to engage confidently with the Arabic language and culture, to build
a strong foundation of knowledge and skills, and to grow into an individual who is proud of their identity, aware of their
heritage, open to the world, and ready to contribute to shaping the future of the United Arab Emirates.
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Policy Objectives

1. Strengthen language skills and religious and social values from an early age through structured teaching practices
that are developmentally appropriate for young children.

2. Promote national identity and a sense of belonging among children at an early age.
Ensure equal opportunities for all children to learn the official language of the UAE.

4. Support children’s integration and deepen intercultural understanding within the UAE society.

Policy Scope

This guide applies to all private schools in the United Arab Emirates that provide education at the Kindergarten level or
to children of the same age group across all curricula. The teaching of Arabic, Islamic Education, and Social Studies is
mandatory for all schools covered by this guide.

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Implementation Timeline

The mandatory implementation of this guide begins in the 2025-2026 academic year. All private schools must comply with
the requirement to teach Arabic, Islamic Education, and Social Studies at the Kindergarten level, in accordance with the
timeline and organizational framework outlined in this guide. Compliance will be monitored by inspection and evaluation

teams.

e Evaluation and inspection teams will begin monitoring schools’ compliance with all components of this guide starting
from the 2026-2027 academic year.

e Schools operating on an academic calendar that begins in April are required to implement the guide starting from the
2026-2027 academic year.
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Curriculum Requirements and Learning Resources

Private schools are provided with official learning frameworks from the Ministry of Education for Arabic, Islamic Education,
and Social Studies. These frameworks include clear standards and age-appropriate learning outcomes, along with guidance
for teachers and expectations of what children should understand and be able to do.

Schools have the freedom to select resources that support the achievement of learning outcomes. These resources should
be diverse, address different learning styles, and align with the cultural and national values of the country. They should
also be appropriate for children’s linguistic and cognitive levels, integrate with the approved goals and standards, and be
consistent with the latest educational strategies and active learning methodologies

Teacher Qualifications

Private schools are required to appoint qualified and subject-specialist teachers to deliver instruction at the Kindergarten
level. Teachers assigned to these roles must hold educational qualifications that are officially recognized by the Ministry of
Education and appropriate for the developmental stage of young children.

Schools must also ensure the effective and organized deployment of teachers across classrooms based on school needs,
with this distribution clearly documented in instructional plans and approved weekly timetables.
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Regulatory Expectations

Starting from the 2025-2026 academic year, all private schools are required to implement the teaching of Arabic, Islamic
Education, and Social Studies in accordance with the following requirements:

e Arab children: Arabic language instruction must align with the learning frameworks adopted in public schools.

e Non-Arab children: Instruction must follow Ministry-approved learning frameworks specifically developed for non-

Arabic native Arabic speakers.

e Parental choice: Parents of non-Arab children have the option to enroll their child in the Arabic curriculum designated
for native speakers.

e Muslim Arab children: Islamic Education must be delivered in Arabic, following the learning outcomes specified in
Islamic the Ministry’s approved frameworks.

Education * Muslim non-Arab children: The subject must be taught in the school’s designated language of instruction, using the
Ministry’s approved learning outcomes.

e Social Studies concepts must be integrated into both in-class and out-of-class activities using a cross-curricular

Social approach.
Studies e Content delivery must follow the school’s approved language of instruction and be implemented using an integration
model.

School-Level Responsibilities for Implementation

¢ Ensure the appointment of a sufficient number of qualified teachers, in accordance with the approved teacher-to-
child ratios set by the relevant authorities.

¢ Maintain up-to-date documentation of teacher assignments within the official weekly schedules, and review these
allocations regularly based on the school’s operational needs.

¢ Provide clear documentation of the instructional approaches and assessment methods used to monitor children’s
progress in language development and knowledge acquisition. These must align with the Ministry of Education’s

approved learning outcomes and be appropriate for the developmental stage of the children.

Guide Objectives

1. To establish regulatory and educational guidelines for teaching the mandatory subjects (Arabic Language,

Islamic Education, and Social Studies) in early childhood education, ensuring alignment with the developmental
characteristics of young children.

2. To define the approved instructional time allocated for each subject within the weekly schedules of private schools.
To standardize learning outcomes for the mandatory subjects by adopting clear national learning frameworks that all
private schools must follow.

To ensure private schools comply with national education policies related to the teaching of mandatory subjects.

5. To provide a clear operational reference for private schools regarding the planning, implementation, and

documentation of instruction in the mandatory subjects, thereby promoting transparency and equitable

implementation across all educational institutions.

Using the Guide

This guide is structured to support the effective implementation of Arabic, Islamic Education, and Social Studies in private
school Kindergartens across the United Arab Emirates.

While it is recommended that the guide be reviewed in full upon initial reading, its primary purpose is to serve as a practical
reference for school leaders, coordinators, and teachers. It is designed to inform curriculum planning, support classroom
delivery, and align instructional practices with national expectations throughout the academic year.

Sections that include detailed learning outcomes may be used independently by teachers for daily and weekly planning.

The content of this guide may also be used to inform professional development activities delivered at the school level or by
local authorities in each Emirate. School leaders are encouraged to use the guide as a foundation for planning, training, and
implementation.

UAE Kindergarten Curriculum Standards

The Ministry of Education has developed and revised the UAE Kindergarten Curriculum Standards and Student Learning
Outcomes (SLOs). Subject standards for KG1 and KG2 are consistent across all subjects and focus on building foundational
skills and knowledge that connect to the standards in Grade 1 and beyond.

These standards are organized into several learning domains or content areas. Each domain is divided into strands or topics,
with expected outcomes clearly articulated through Student Learning Outcomes.

The following section of the guide provides a brief overview of the ‘what’, ‘why’, and ‘how’ for each KG subject:

Section 2.1: Arabic Language

Language development is central to early childhood education. It forms the foundation for learning across all subjects and
is closely linked to children’s cognitive development, literacy growth, and long-term academic achievement. Competence
in language enhances children’s ability to communicate effectively, process information, and express their thoughts with
confidence.

The Arabic language curriculum in the early years reflects the principles of Structured Literacy, ensuring that oral language,
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phonological awareness, vocabulary, print concepts, and writing skills are developed systematically and explicitly. This

approach supports all learners, including those for whom Arabic is a second language, by providing clear, sequenced

instruction that builds mastery over time.

Arabic Language Instruction in Early Childhood

Arabic language instruction in Kindergarten must be:

Developmentally appropriate: grounded in children’s oral language abilities and gradually extended to include more
formal language structures.

Explicit and systematic: particularly in teaching phonological and phonemic awareness, letter-sound correspondence,
and early writing conventions.

Embedded in meaningful contexts: integrated into daily routines, storytelling, play, and classroom discourse.
Inclusive of all learners: with adaptations and pathways for both native Arabic speakers and Arabic language learners.
Aligned with cognitive and cultural development: promoting identity, belonging, and understanding through

culturally relevant materials and experiences.
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Instructional Strands

The curriculum is organized into the following interrelated strands:

1. Listening and Speaking: Children listen to and use Arabic in a variety of contexts. Through rich language
experiences, conversations, songs, rhymes, stories, and role-play. They are exposed to vocabulary and sentence
structures in Modern Standard Arabic. They are encouraged to express themselves, share experiences, and engage in
meaningful dialogue with peers and adults.

2. Foundations of Reading: Children participate in early reading activities that develop an understanding of print
concepts and story structures. They build vocabulary in Fus'ha, begin to recognize letters and their corresponding
sounds, and identify familiar words and environmental print.

3. Foundations of Writing: Children engage in developmentally appropriate writing experiences that foster a sense
of purpose and enjoyment. Through drawing, mark-making, tracing, and emergent writing activities, they begin
to write their names, Arabic letters, and familiar words. These experiences build fine motor skills and reinforce the
directionality and structure of Arabic script.

4. Language: Children acquire foundational language concepts through interactive activities that develop linguistic

understanding and promote the correct use of vocabulary and structures in simple contexts.
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Arabic for Native Speakers

For native Arabic-speaking children, the early years are a critical time to strengthen foundational language skills and deepen
their connection to language, identity, and heritage. High-quality Arabic instruction supports oral fluency, early reading and
writing, cognitive development, and a strong sense of cultural pride.

Key Principles:

¢ Rich oral language development: Use high-quality spoken Arabic in everyday interactions, stories, rhymes, and role
play.

¢ Phonological and phonemic awareness: Support children’s ability to identify and use sounds in Arabic.

e Vocabulary expansion in Fus'ha: Teach high-utility vocabulary and grammatical structures explicitly and contextually.

e Reading readiness and decoding: Introduce Arabic script and systematic letter-sound correspondence for early
reading.

* Emergent and early writing: Provide opportunities for name writing, letter formation, and purposeful written expression.

e Cultural and identity integration: Use materials that reflect Emirati and Arab traditions, stories, and values.
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Arabic for Non-Native Speaker

In the UAE's multilingual context, many children begin learning Arabic as a second or additional language. These learners
require targeted instruction that builds language skills while supporting cultural connection and inclusion.

Instruction should reduce cognitive load, foster oral comprehension, and introduce vocabulary and structures gradually in
immersive, supportive environments. Structured Literacy principles are essential as students need instruction that is explicit,
systematic, and cumulative, building gradually over time to support their success.

Key Principles:

e Oral language is the foundation: Prioritize listening and speaking before written forms. Use songs, greetings, and
conversations.

e Comprehensible input: Use visuals, gestures, real-life objects, and repetition to support understanding.

e Systematic vocabulary development: Introduce theme-based and high-frequency words from daily life.

* Phonological awareness: Support sound discrimination and listening skills that lead to reading readiness.

e Print awareness and letter recognition: Introduce letters and sounds gradually and systematically.

¢ Integrated instruction: Embed Arabic across the school day through routines, songs, storybooks, and cross-curricular
themes.

e  Cultural exposure: Connect learning to Emirati culture and traditions to give meaning and relevance.
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Practical Guidelines for Implementation

e Embed Arabic instruction across the daily routine using songs, rhymes, books, role-play, and conversations.

e Provide frequent opportunities for storytelling and structured oral language development.

e Use explicit instruction for phonological awareness, sound-letter recognition, and emergent writing.

e Differentiate instruction to meet the needs of native speakers and language learners.

e Create a print-rich, language-rich Arabic learning environment.

e Creating a language-rich environment that models respect and enthusiasm for Arabic across the school community.

Section 2.2: Islamic Education

Islamic Education in the early years is foundational to the moral, spiritual, and personal development of young children. It
supports the holistic growth of character by cultivating values such as compassion, responsibility, cooperation, and love for
Allah and His Messenger (peace be upon him). Instruction in Islamic Education at this stage emphasizes the nurturing of the
heart and mind through love, mercy, and happiness; avoiding abstract theological complexities or references to punishment.

Aligned with developmentally appropriate practice, Islamic Education introduces children to Islamic values and teachings in
a way that is accessible, joyful, and meaningful. Children learn to embody good behavior through stories, modeled actions,
and everyday experiences in the classroom and wider school environment.
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Islamic Education Instruction in Early Childhood

Islamic Education in Kindergarten should be:

Developmentally appropriate: Concepts must align with children’s emotional and cognitive readiness, using language
and experiences that are relatable.

Values-based: The focus is on instilling love, kindness, gratitude, honesty, and respect through consistent modeling
and positive reinforcement.

Experiential and reflective: Learning should be anchored in storytelling, daily routines, nature, and interaction with
others.

Inclusive of all learners: Adapted to meet the needs of both Arab and non-Arab children, in the language of instruction
appropriate for each group.

Rooted in Islamic tradition and UAE heritage: Reinforcing cultural identity, family values, and national pride.

Approaches to Teaching Islamic Education

Effective teaching of Islamic Education is guided by the following approaches:

Modeling behavior: Educators and leaders serve as role models by embodying Islamic values in their speech,
appearance, and conduct.

Narrative-based instruction: Stories from the Quran, Seerah, and Islamic tradition are used to introduce values in
relatable ways, allowing children to make personal connections.

“Walk the talk” approach: Children are encouraged to demonstrate learned values during their daily routines through

acts of kindness, cooperation, and empathy.
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e Gradual progression: Instruction moves from familiar to unfamiliar, simple to complex, and concrete to abstract. For
example:
{0 From noticing animals and plants to understanding Allah’s creation.
0 From sharing toys to understanding abstract values such as honesty and mercy.

¢ Interactive and multi-sensory learning: Use of anasheed, movement, role-play, and technology (where appropriate)
enhances engagement and understanding.

e Environment as a source of learning: Classroom and school spaces should reflect Islamic values visually and in

practice, encouraging respectful behavior and reflection.

Islamic Education for Arab and Non-Arab Children

In line with national policy, Islamic Education is mandatory for all Muslim children in Kindergarten, whether Arab or non-
Arab. Instruction should reflect the developmental level and language needs of each group.

Arab Muslim Children

e Instruction is delivered in Arabic.
e Emphasis is placed on understanding simple Quranic verses, prophetic sayings, and basic Islamic concepts using
Modern Standard Arabic.

e Lessons promote oral fluency in Arabic while building religious awareness and love for Islamic values.
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Non-Arab Muslim Children

e Instruction is delivered in the school’'s approved language of instruction, while also exposing children to key Arabic
vocabulary such as names of Allah, common phrases, and greetings.

e Emphasis is placed on understanding concepts through stories, values-based discussions, and practical application in
daily life.

e Language support and visual materials are provided to ensure access and comprehension.

Integration of Values and Morals

Values and morals are not taught in isolation but are integrated across the Kindergarten curriculum and embedded in daily
routines and classroom culture. Weekly planning should reflect specific personal and social values that are developmentally
appropriate and aligned with Islamic teachings.

Each value should be introduced through stories, modeled behavior, and planned classroom activities that encourage children

to reflect, role-play, and apply the value in real-life contexts.

Practical Guidelines for Implementation

e Embed Islamic values into the daily routine (e.g., greetings, mealtime supplications, caring for others).
e Use storytelling, role play, and nature exploration to illustrate key moral and spiritual concepts.

e Reinforce values consistently across subjects, routines, and interactions.

e Differentiate instruction for native and non-native Arabic speakers.

e Collaborate with families to support value reinforcement at home.
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Section 2.3: Social Studies

Social Studies in Kindergarten supports the development of well-rounded, responsible individuals who understand their role
within family, community, and country. It lays the foundation for civic awareness, national identity, and social responsibility
by introducing children to their immediate environment and the wider world. In the UAE context, Social Studies nurtures a
sense of belonging and loyalty among Emirati children while fostering respect, awareness, and intercultural understanding
among children of all nationalities.

The Social Studies curriculum helps children begin to understand their place in society, appreciate diversity, and form positive
attitudes and behaviors. It promotes both personal growth and community awareness by encouraging active engagement,
empathy, and thoughtful decision-making from a young age.

Social Studies Instruction in Early Childhood

Social Studies in Kindergarten should be:

¢ Integrated and experiential: Embedded throughout the daily routine and supported through inquiry, observation, and
play.

e Developmentally appropriate: Concepts are introduced through familiar contexts such as family, classroom, and
community before expanding to the broader world.

* Values-based and identity-building: Reinforces national pride and personal responsibility through age-appropriate
exploration of Emirati heritage, citizenship, and social values.

¢ Inclusive: Engages all children, Emirati and non-Emirati, in exploring their identities, respecting differences, and

participating in shared civic life.
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Social Studies for Emirati and Non-Emirati Children

The Kindergarten Social Studies curriculum introduces children to foundational concepts in history, geography, civics,
identity, and culture through developmentally appropriate experiences. Themes are explored in a way that supports children’s
growing understanding of themselves, their communities, and the world around them. Children begin to build awareness
of their physical and social environment, develop a sense of time and place, and form personal connections to national
symbols, local traditions, and shared values.

The curriculum addresses the needs of both Emirati children and children of other nationalities by promoting a sense
of belonging, responsibility, and cultural awareness. While learning outcomes are aligned for all children, instructional
emphasis and cultural content are adapted to reflect each group’s experiences, identity, and context.

Emirati Children

Social Studies for Emirati children emphasizes national identity, cultural heritage, and civic duty. Instruction focuses on
developing pride in being Emirati, understanding local traditions, and participating meaningfully in the community. Topics
such as UAE history, leaders, geography, and symbols are introduced through stories, projects, and real-life experiences.

Children of Other Nationalities

Social Studies for children of other nationalities focuses on helping them understand and appreciate the UAE as their
host country while also exploring their own identities. Instruction promotes intercultural understanding, social skills, and
global awareness through inclusive themes such as family, community helpers, and celebrations. Children learn to respect
traditions and values different from their own while contributing to classroom and community life.
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Key Concepts and Curriculum Topics

The Social Studies curriculum introduces the following core areas in developmentally appropriate ways:

History and heritage: Family stories, national celebrations, the legacy of UAE leaders (e.g., Sheikh Zayed), and cultural
traditions.

Civic education: Respect for rules, responsibilities, cooperation, leadership, and participation in shared routines.
Geography: Basic map concepts, land and water, the local environment, and recognizing familiar places.

Economy and community life: Understanding roles of community helpers, basic needs and wants, and local resources.

Approaches to Teaching Social Studies in Kindergarten

Social Studies is taught through integrated, play-based experiences across the day. Teachers should use interactive, story-

rich, and exploratory methods to bring civic and social concepts to life.

Effective Strategies Include:

Hands-on practice: Simulate real-life situations to model cooperation, sharing, and helping others (e.g., group decision-
making, classroomresponsibilities).

Field visits: Explore farms, mosques, cultural centers, factories, or government buildings to connect classroom learning
to real environments.

Storytelling and role play: Use purposeful educational stories and role play to teach civic values, empathy, and
historical understanding.

Maps and models: Introduce early map skills with globes, models, and books such as ‘Me on the Map’ to help children

understand their place in the world.
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e Multimedia tools: Use age-appropriate videos and animations to visualize geographic and civic concepts.
e Photographs and artifacts: Engage children in observing, comparing, and discussing cultural and environmental

images and materials.

Social Studies Throughout the Day

Social Studies concepts are naturally embedded in many daily routines and activities. For example:

e Morning assembly: Children sing the UAE national anthem and raise the flag, reinforcing identity and unity.

¢ Meals and hygiene routines: Promote values such as gratitude, cleanliness, and personal responsibility.

e Outdoor play: Encourage cooperation, problem-solving, and environmental awareness.

e Celebrations and special events: National Day, Flag Day, and community-themed weeks provide meaningful

opportunities to explore heritage, diversity, and belonging.
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Values and Character Development

Social Studies in Kindergarten plays a central role in developing children’s personal and social values. These are integrated
across weekly planning and thematic units.

Personal Values: Responsibility, courage, patience, respect for self and others, caring for the environment, and self-
confidence.

Social Values: Cooperation and teamwork, respect for cultural differences, appreciation for family and community, loyalty
and belonging, honesty and fairness, kindness and generosity, and environmental stewardship

These values are reinforced through planned learning experiences, role modeling by adults, and recognition of children’s
positive actions in daily interactions.
